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Safeguarding Children Declaration
The Executive Board of CircleBath is accountable for and committed to ensuring the safeguarding of children in their care. CircleBath also has responsibility to liaise with other agencies and provide information to them where necessary, to ensure the ongoing safety of children once they leave our care.

The Clinical Chairman and General Manager both have Executive Board level responsibility for safeguarding children.

Systems and processes – CircleBath complies with legislation and meets statutory requirements in relation to carrying our Criminal Record Bureau checks for new starters with all of those working with children having an enhanced Criminal Bureau check.

Policies – CircleBath’s child protection policies and procedures are robust, up to date, regularly reviewed and accessible to all staff. The Safeguarding Children policy is available and reviewed every three years or in line with the most up to date legislation. All information relating to safeguarding children is available in these policies, including the contact details of each of the member’s of the Safeguarding Teams throughout the hospital’s catchment area. 

Training – Level 1 training in safeguarding children is a core component of our induction programme for all new starters. Existing staff members receive level 1 update training as part of a rolling annual programme. The names nurse (General Manager) has undertaken enhanced level training.

Resources – CircleBath’s safeguarding children team are employed on the following basis

1 WTE Named Nurse

0.4 WTE Names Doctor

Child Safeguarding Specialist on an annual retainer 
Assurance – CircleBath’s Executive Board meets monthly and receives updates on safeguarding issues as required, in addition safeguarding issues are reported to the Clinical Governance and Risk Management Committee which meets bi-monthly. A quarterly report on safeguarding issues is produced.
